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3) (12 marks) Write a correct Java program that will read 3 double values, find their average and print the average out. There is one case where the average will not be printed out. If the average is over 300.0 you should print the word “hello” instead. If any of the values you read are negative you should change them to positive numbers before you calculate the average. If all of the numbers you read are zero print out the words “zero average” after you output the average.
